Until that time, the City of Newton Fire/EMS, will continue to be the primary responder 
for EMS services. Frank Williams, EMS Chief for Butler County, stated that "he's excited 
to continue the excellent safety and service tradition in EMS patient care for northwest 
Butler County, including the cities of Whitewater and Elbing. Residents can expect 
responsive and compassionate EMS services.”

Butler County EMS has already been working on the transition by communicating with 
Newton Fire/EMS, the Whitewater River Consolidated Fire Department, Butler County 
911 and other emergency partners in the area to ensure a smooth transition. In 
addition, Butler County added a sixth ambulance in 2022 to increase their capacity to 
service the needs of the entire county, included northwest Butler County.
